As well as being one of the few British Directors to win the Palme D’Or at Cannes, which he 
did for his work on Mercedes, Roger is best known for his work on BMW and international 
clients such as Proctor & Gamble, Peugeot and Dell.

For the British market, Roger has worked with Commercials Unlimited for some twenty years, 
specialising primarily in cars, food and beauty where the script calls for the exceptional quality 
of image that has become Roger’s trademark. Originally a high profile stills photographer, 
Roger is his own DOP, which makes him extremely cost effective to work with.

Case Study
Product: Jacobs Chocolate Biscuits
Title: ‘The Biscuit Baker Meets The Chocolate Maker’
Detail: 1 day 35mm motion control shoot studio shoot & 1 day photosonics

This commercial is one of those enduring examples of technical skill combined with simple 
creativity. Everything was done ‘in camera’ to heighten the realism. The chocolate elements 
were made with varying viscosities and great care was taken with the size and scale of the 
biscuits in relation to the chocolate mix. Rigs were made to run at different speeds for the key 
‘chocolate meets biscuit’ scenes.

Director’s Comment 
“As an ex-photographer, I love sensual close-up work and anything that involves fluids is 
particularly rewarding. Being a bit ‘old school’, I like to do as much as I can in camera rather 
than rely too much on post; if you get it right in the first place, post is there as another creative 
layer if you want it, rather than being a saviour of poor craftsmanship. Roger Alexander
